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ABSTRACT

The "Compulsory Education Chinese Curriculum Standards (2022 edition)" puts forward the initiative
of students to "read more books, read good books, and read the whole book", and strongly adjust the
importance of book reading in junior high school Chinese learning. As a part of the extended learning task
group, "Whole Book reading™ aims to cultivate students to become real readers and help students establish
a solid language foundation and good reading habits. Therefore, the author will take the unified edition
textbook " Vingt mille lieues sous les mers " as the research object, combined with the teaching status, and
put forward reasonable and effective teaching strategies for junior middle school Chinese teaching.

This study is divided into three parts: introduction, text and conclusion. Among them, the introduction
mainly elaborates the research background, research content, research methods and literature review. The
first chapter uses the literature research method to explain the theoretical basis and practical significance of
the reading teaching of the whole book " Vingt mille lieues sous les mers " in junior middle school Chinese
classroom. In the second chapter, all Chinese teachers and some students of X Junior High School in
Chengdu are selected to analyze the reading teaching status of the whole book Vingt mille lieues sous les
mers by questionnaire survey and interview. The third chapter sums up the problems in the questionnaire
and makes attribution analysis. The problems are mainly manifested in the level of students: reading
interest is sufficient, but the content is superficial; reading time is difficult to guarantee; Low scientific
literacy, utilitarian reading attitude. Teacher level: single evaluation method; Lack of effective teaching
objectives; The teaching content is arbitrary. In response to the problems found in the investigation,
Chapter four explores the reading teaching strategy of Vingt mille lieues sous les mers, and refines the
teaching strategy that is in line with students' learning situation through three different lesson types:
preparation before reading, promotion during reading and consolidation after reading. In addition, specific

measures relative to the lesson type are proposed from the aspects of “stimulation”, “clever design”,
"planning"”, "thinking", "sorting out", "innovation", "practice" and "evaluation". Guide students to find
suitable reading grasp in the whole book reading, realize the span from the reader to the author, so as to
promote the development of classroom activities.

This study gives full play to the role of teachers as conductors and actively guides and develops
students' subjective initiative. Therefore, the following conclusions can be drawn: The research on reading
teaching strategies for the whole book of Vingt mille lieues sous les mers is helpful to improve students'

rich imagination and core Chinese literacy, to improve their aesthetic appreciation and thinking ability, to



cultivate students' personalized reading experience, and to actively participate in Chinese reading teaching
activities in junior middle school and become active participants in reading the whole book.
