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Abstract

The Compulsory Education Curriculum Program and Curriculum Standards (2022 Edition) focuses on
exploring large-unit teaching in deepening curriculum reform. Large-unit teaching is aimed at core
language literacy, integrating teaching content according to unit themes and language elements, and
creating authentic learning scenarios, which plays an important role in improving classroom teaching
methods, increasing students' participation in the classroom, and promoting the development of students'
core competencies in the discipline. However, in the process of teaching and learning, the creation of
classroom scenarios cannot be perfectly combined with large-unit teaching, and students' learning is highly
utilitarian, with a weak sense of cultural inheritance. Large-unit teaching subverts the traditional
single-article teaching mode from the structure, and under the guidance of the teacher, students complete
specific learning tasks through language practice activities and cooperative learning. Therefore, this thesis
mainly focuses on the application of scenario teaching method in large-unit teaching, and explores the
practical feasibility of large-unit teaching under the guidance of scenario teaching method by organizing
relevant theories and analyzing the current teaching situation, and combining with the specific contents of
the secondary school language textbook. Taking the unit of folk culture as an example, the study proposes
specific teaching implementation strategies.

This research text is divided into three main parts. In the introductory part, the article discusses the
background of the choice of the research topic and its importance, and gives an overview of the domestic
research on the topic, as well as defines the concepts of situational pedagogy and large-unit teaching, and
clarifies the research methodology adopted in this study. The main text consists of four chapters. Chapter 1
focuses on the survey and analysis of the current situation of the application of large-unit teaching in junior
high schools under the scenario-based teaching method, which is organized and summarized from both
teachers' and students' perspectives through the questionnaire data to provide a basis for proposing practical
teaching strategies. The second chapter analyzes the problems and causes of large-unit teaching under the
situational teaching method from the theoretical basis and practical advantages. Based on the problems of
large-unit teaching, Chapter 3 proposes implementable strategies for large-unit teaching of junior high
school language under the situational approach from four levels: creation of scenarios, integration of unit
planning, cultivation of students' awareness of cultural inheritance, and development of learning assessment.
Chapter 4 focuses on the design and implementation of large-unit teaching through situational teaching
method, and selects the first unit of the second book of the eighth grade of the ministry-edited version of
the textbook, with folk culture as the theme for teaching design and implementation. The section
demonstrates the effectiveness of the study, reflects on the teaching process, and makes suggestions for

improvement. The concluding section briefly summarizes the results and importance of this study, points



out the limitations of the research process, and provides an outlook on possible directions for future

teaching.
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
