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Abstract

Upon the progressive realization and nationwide dissemination of new curriculum reforms, high
school textbooks for ideological and political education in their unified edition have gained widespread
adoption. The "Related Links" section, as a type of auxiliary text in these textbooks, serves as a
significant supplement to the main content, making its application and optimization crucial. In particular,
within the textbook "Philosophy and Culture", there are 53 instances of this section, featuring a wealth of
historical materials, notable figures' discourses, and extracts from classic texts, all contributing to its high
educational value and rendering it an indispensable component in the teaching process.

Firstly, this article takes the required coursebook for Grade 4, "Philosophy and Culture," as an
example. It defines the concept of the "Related Links" section, analyzes its theoretical and practical
significance, and further summarizes the number, types, characteristics, and instructional value of the
section in terms of implementing moral education, cultivating core disciplinary competencies, enriching
textbook content, broadening students' thinking, and addressing teaching difficulties. This highlights its
pivotal role in high school ideological and political courses.

Secondly, to gain an in-depth understanding of the actual application of the "Related Links" section
in high school ideological and political classes, this study employed various research methods including
questionnaire surveys, interviews, and classroom observations. Findings indicate that the section has
indeed achieved certain effects, such as transforming teachers' instructional philosophies, expanding their
lesson preparation resources, enhancing students' learning interests, and facilitating the realization of
teaching objectives. However, limitations remain, such as underutilization of the section's instructional
potential, monotonous use by teachers, disconnection between the section's setup and teaching stages,
and lack of student initiative in studying the section. Therefore, innovative strategies for optimizing the
section are proposed: enhancing teachers' research and development capabilities to improve the
effectiveness of the section usage; upgrading teachers' instructional skills to enable flexible selection and
application of the section; sharing disciplinary teaching resources to collaboratively develop new
chapters in utilizing the section; and promoting the comprehensive development of students' abilities,
thereby shifting their learning approach to the section.

Lastly, this thesis selects the content from the "Creation and Realization of Values" lesson in the
"Philosophy and Culture" textbook as a case study, integrating the "Related Links" section into its
instructional design. The purpose is to provide a practical and reference-worthy instance analysis for the
specific implementation of core disciplinary competencies.

This study investigates the effectiveness of the "Related Links" section in high school ideological



and political education from the perspectives of teachers and students. It meticulously examines the
utilization of the section in actual teaching scenarios and offers feasible improvement strategies in
response to existing issues. Through these studies and analyses, the aim is to fully exploit the critical
value of the "Related Links" section in instruction and effectively contribute to the achievement of
teaching goals in high school ideological and political courses.
