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Abstract

The Xingzhuang originated in the Han Dynasty, and developed in the Wei, Jin and Southern and
Northern Dynasties. In the Sui and Tang dynasties, it became a mature style. After the Sui and Tang
Dynasties, the process of line style variation attracted the attention of scholars, but it mainly focused on the
Tang and Song Dynasties, and the understanding of line writing in the Yuan, Ming and Qing Dynasties
needs to be deepened. The Ming Dynasty inherited the reform of the Song and Yuan dynasties and the new
chapter of the Qing Dynasty, which is an important period of the ancient line style variation. It is necessary
to combine it with the social, system and cultural phenomena of the Ming Dynasty and explore the process
of its variation in the specific context.

Review the historical context of the row content, and explore the changes of each part in different
contexts. In the Tang dynasties, the family influence had great influence and attached great importance to
the human lineage. With the development of The Times, the aristocratic power gradually disintegrated,
people's attention to the lineage decreased, and the importance of the middle lineage decreased. Influenced
by the evolution of the author, the family members can make better use of the historical materials when
writing the writing, and the warm environment.

behind it is to borrow the hand of the author, reduce the pressure of public opinion, to achieve the purpose
of false beauty. The psychology of the family gives birth to the fame of filial son, which leads to the
psychology of "to be given", which leads to the lag of the creation. In addition to the repetition and lag of
creation, it is also necessary to carefully treat the variants such as practice and reality of line, and discuss
the changes of style combined with the specific context.

There is also a process of change in the concept of Xingzhuang, especially in ancient times when
function was used as the basis for genre classification. The change in row function led to a change in
understanding. The early form had the function of upward presentation and Posthumous title function; In
the Song Dynasty, the function of writing was expanded, and the function of compiling history became
more prominent. The Song people regarded writing as a "biography"; In the Ming Dynasty, the appearance
disappeared in function and only had the characteristics of Posthumous title, with a decline in status.
