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Abstract

As policies including the Family Education Promotion Law of the People's Republic of China
and the Implementation Plan for the 'Education Consortium' of Home-School Community Collabor
ative Education have been issued one after another home-school community collaborative education
has become an essential requirement for the high-quality development of basic education in the n
ew era As the core link in home-school cooperation teachers' competency in this regard directly d
etermines the effectiveness of collaborative education However in current practice prevalent issues s
uch as frequent home-school conflicts formalistic collaboration and blurred boundaries of responsibi
lities persist Moreover teachers' deficiencies in knowledge practical skills and professional awarenes
s regarding home-school cooperation are increasingly evident necessitating systematic investigation a
nd improvement
Primary school teachers' competency in home-school cooperation refers to the set of knowledg
e skills cognition and emotional attributes comprehensively demonstrated by primary school teacher
s during the home-school collaboration process It can be used to evaluate the effectiveness of teac
hers' work in this area differentiate individual performance and inform teacher training programs T
he study divides primary school teachers' competency in home-school cooperation into four dimensi
ons: professional knowledge professional skills professional cognition and personal emotion Focusin
g on teachers from four primary schools in S City the research employs literature review question
naires and interviews drawing on the Competency Onion Model the Overlapping Spheres of Influe
nce Theory and the Interaction Ritual Chain as theoretical foundations The study systematically inv
estigates the current status existing problems and underlying causes of primary school teachers' co
mpetency in home-school cooperation and proposes enhancement strategies
Through the development and distribution of a scale measuring primary school teachers' comp
etency in home-school cooperation combined with in-depth interviews with frontline teachers school
administrators and parents the study reveals the current state of this competency Differences were
also analyzed based on demographic variables such as gender educational background teaching ex
perience professional title and marital/parental status The results indicate that the overall competenc
y of teachers from the four primary schools in S City is at a moderate level with uneven develop
ment across dimensions Problems include insufficient knowledge in home-school cooperation inadeq

uate practical skills biased perceptions and insufficient emotional engagement Significant differences



in competency levels were observed among teachers with different demographic characteristics wit
h teaching experience professional title and educational background being particularly influential

The insufficient competency of primary school teachers in home-school cooperation stems from
multifaceted causes External factors include inadequate guidance from policies laws and regulation
s as well as the absence of effective pre-service and in-service training Synergistic obstacles involv
e low parental cooperation lack of active participation and weak family education capabilities Addi
tionally internal factors such as teachers' own professional shortcomings and the encroachment on
professional development time by heavy teaching and administrative workloads collectively hinder t
he improvement of teachers' competency in home-school cooperation This study proposes systemati
¢ enhancement strategies from five dimensions: policy school teacher education family and teachers
themselves First improve the policy and regulatory system to strengthen institutional safeguards an
d guidance Second reinforce school organizational support to build a new ecology for collaborative
education Third innovate the teacher education system Fourth guide parents to improve their coop
eration and strengthen collaborative efforts Fifth enhance teachers' professional competence through
self-directed learning and reflection
