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Abstract

This article is guided by the Art Curriculum Standards ( 2022 edition ) and focuses on piano
appreciation works in primary school music textbooks published by the People’s Education Press. Music
appreciation class is an important component of music curriculum, which plays an important role in
cultivating students’ music literacy, aesthetic ability, emotional expression, and comprehensive quality.
Piano appreciation is an important part of music appreciation class. Therefore, starting from the importance
of piano appreciation and piano appreciation teaching, this article conducts a detailed comparison, sorting,
and analysis of piano appreciation works in primary school music textbooks published by People’s
Education Press.

In the article, the author conducted a questionnaire survey on students from six grades in three primary
schools and interviewed the music leaders of two schools. They found problems in students’ learning and
problems in teachers’ teaching. Based on the actual teaching situation, they proposed solutions and teaching
strategies for piano appreciation in primary schools.

The article is divided into five parts: the first part is the introduction, which clarifies the research
objectives and significance by reviewing domestic and foreign literature, and introduces the background,
significance, and innovation of the topic selection.The second part is an overview of primary school music
appreciation classes and piano appreciation, mainly discussing the concept of music appreciation classes,
the content requirements of primary school music appreciation classes, the importance of primary school
music appreciation classes, and the significance of piano appreciation in primary school music appreciation
classes.The third part provides a detailed review and analysis of piano works in the People’s Education
Press Primary School Music Textbook, as well as an analysis of the learning situation in primary school
based on theoretical knowledge.The fourth part is a questionnaire survey and interview on piano
appreciation teaching in primary schools, focusing on the three primary schools where the author is
located.The fifth part is the research on teaching strategies for appreciating piano works in primary schools.
Through field investigations, interviews, and teaching practices, five classroom creation strategies are
proposed: relying on music teaching contexts, creating dynamic classrooms for students; Building a music
literacy classroom based on multi sensory linkage experience; Al empowers teaching wisdom and opens up
a digital intelligence integrated classroom; Integrating music with disciplines and exploring the integration
of music into classrooms; The teaching strategy of learning in class and accumulating knowledge outside of
class to jointly build an ideal music classroom.

By analyzing and studying piano appreciation teaching in primary school music classes, it can
