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Abstract

China's modern and contemporary novels are an important subset of the Chinese curriculum in senior
high school. With its distinctive style of the times, profound ideological connotation and unique artistic forms,
it provides students with extremely rich resources to experience life, enrich emotions, understand society and
enhance the core literacy of Chinese. It plays an irreplaceable Teaching value. This thesis focuses on the
contents of Chinese modern and contemporary novels in the unified edition of senior high school language
teaching materials, and examines the current situation of Chinese modern and contemporary novels teaching
in senior high school stage from the perspective of improving the teaching quality of Chinese modern and
contemporary novels. It finds that both teachers and students have problems and makes corresponding
attribution analysis. On this basis, it puts forward the implementation strategies to solve the problems.

This thesis mainly includes three parts: the introduction, the text and the conclusion. The first chapter
introduces the research background, the purpose and significance of the research, the research status, the
research methods, the definition of core concepts and the theoretical basis. The body part is divided into four
chapters. The second chapter explores the theoretical level of the combination of Scaffolding Teaching
Method and senior high school Chinese modern and contemporary novels. Mainly from three aspects: the
requirements of the new curriculum standard, the objective needs of the teaching of modern and
contemporary novels in China and the law of cognitive development of students, this thesis analyzes the fit
between the scaffolding teaching method and the teaching of modern and contemporary novels in China, so
as to provide a theoretical basis for the application of the Scaffolding Teaching Method in the teaching of
modern and contemporary novels in China. The third chapter investigates the application of Scaffolding
Teaching Method in the teaching of Chinese modern and contemporary novels in senior high school. The
questionnaire survey and interview method were mainly used to investigate D middle school in H city. The
statistical analysis combining quantitative and qualitative analysis was adopted to grasp the cognition and
teaching status of both teachers and students of high school on the application of Scaffolding Teaching
Method to the teaching of modern and contemporary novels in China. It laid a realistic foundation for the
application of Scaffolding Teaching Method in the teaching of modern and contemporary novels in China.
The fourth chapter based on the analysis of the survey results, from two aspects of teachers and students,
analyzes the problems existing in the Scaffolding Teaching of Chinese modern and contemporary novels in
senior high school. Through exploration, it is found that many problems in the current Chinese contemporary
novel scaffolding teaching are mainly attributable to the lack of professional quality of teachers, the lack of

in-depth transformation of teaching mode, and the utilitarian orientation of college entrance examination.



The fifth chapter constructs the application strategy of Scaffolding Teaching Method in the teaching of
Chinese modern and contemporary novels in senior high school. Combined with the problems and reasons
in the bracket teaching of modern and contemporary novels in China, this thesis puts forward specific
optimization strategies for teachers' teaching, that is, teachers should strictly abide by the building principle,
flexibly use the performance form, and accurately grasp the implementation steps to ensure that the teaching
bracket is scientific and systematic. The conclusion part summarizes the whole thesis, summarizes the
achievements and shortcomings of this study, and clarifies the direction of future improvement.

The Scaffolding Teaching of Chinese modern and contemporary novels in senior high school language
should closely follow the requirements of the new curriculum standard, build a thinking ladder for students
in combination with specific learning difficulties, promote students to start from the existing cognitive
structure, gradually cross the cognitive challenges, build the knowledge framework of Chinese modern and
Contemporary Novels and the ability to read and appreciate, and achieve the improvement of Chinese core

literacy.
