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Abstract

Argumentative reading teaching in high school is a core component of the Chinese teaching s
ystem, serving as both a crucial carrier for cultivating students' Chinese core competencies and an
important path for enhancing their rational critical thinking and logical expression abilities. The "G
eneral High School Chinese Curriculum Standards (2017 Edition Revised in 2020)" explicitly propo
ses the requirements for the "Critical Reading and Expression" task group, emphasizing the teachin
g philosophy of integrating reading and writing and unifying knowledge and practice. The high pro
portion and structured arrangement of argumentative essays in the unified compiled high school Ch
inese textbooks also provide solid resource support for reading-writing integration teaching. Howeve
r, the current high school argumentative reading teaching still faces many practical dilemmas: the p
henomenon of separation between reading and writing is prominent in teaching practice—reading te
aching focuses on text analysis while neglecting writing transfer, and writing teaching relies on te
mplate application while being divorced from the foundation of reading; cultural infiltration is frag
mented and fails to deeply integrate with the argumentative logic of essays; language training emp
hasizes formal imitation, weakening the core requirements of logical expression and critical thinkin
g improvement; aesthetic cultivation is unbalanced, separating logical thinking from aesthetic expres
sion and making it difficult to achieve the unity of rationality and beauty. These problems not onl
y restrict the full realization of the educational value of argumentative teaching but also lead to a
series of issues in students' argumentative learning, such as insufficient accumulation of linguistic 1
ogic, rigid thinking training paths, weak reading-writing transfer capabilities, and lack of cultural in
heritance awareness, which are significantly inconsistent with the goal of core competency cultivati
on.

Based on the above practical dilemmas and teaching needs, this study, supported by humanisti
¢ theory, constructivist theory, and learning transfer theory, comprehensively uses literature research,

questionnaire survey, classroom observation, and interview methods to systematically conduct resea
rch on the teaching strategies of high school argumentative reading from the perspective of reading
-writing integration. Firstly, the study conducts an in-depth analysis of the arrangement and charact
eristics of argumentative essays in the unified compiled high school Chinese textbooks, sorts out th
e arrangement advantages of the textbooks in terms of task group orientation, reading-writing integ

ration structure, cultural inheritance and value guidance, explores the reading-writing integration ele



ments in text resources, situational resources, and activity resources, and clarifies the practical supp
ort provided by the textbooks for teaching. Secondly, through surveys of 35 high school Chinese t
eachers and 313 high school students, the study comprehensively grasps the current cognitive level
of teachers and students on reading-writing integration theory, the implementation status of teachin
g practice, the penetration of core competencies, and the faced dilemmas. It conducts attribution an
alysis from multiple dimensions, such as teachers' cognitive deviations in teaching, unbalanced acti
vity design, superficial cultural and language teaching, as well as students' insufficient independent

construction capabilities and rigid thinking training paths.
