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Abstract

The "Compulsory Education Curriculum Plan (2022 Edition)" has, for the first time, incorporat

ed the core competency of "cultural confidence" into the curriculum standards and placed it at the
forefront. In elementary Chinese language courses, selected texts on revolutionary culture serve as
an important medium for strengthening students' cultural confidence and bear the significant respo

nsibility of implementing core competencies. Under the call to "deepen teaching reform, promote c
omprehensive learning, and explore comprehensive teaching activities such as large-unit teaching," 1
arge-unit teaching, as an innovative teaching approach, is regarded as an effective tool for cultivati
ng core competencies and provides new ideas for teaching revolutionary culture texts in the curren
tly unified edition of elementary Chinese textbooks.

To gain an in-depth understanding of the current status of large-unit instructional design for re
volutionary culture texts in primary school Chinese language teaching, this study adopts a mixed-m
ethods approach combining interviews and questionnaires. Based on identifying, summarizing proble
ms and analyzing their root causes, the study proposes targeted instructional design strategies.

First, the study focuses on relevant domestic and international literature, systematically reviewi
ng the core concepts and theoretical foundations of large-unit teaching and revolutionary culture te
xts. Second, centering on the research objectives, content, and methodology, the study completes th
e design and implementation of the investigation. The findings reveal that Chinese language teache
rs in the third stage of primary school possess rich experience in teaching revolutionary culture te
xts and have received training on large-unit teaching, developing a certain level of understanding.
However, several challenges persist:

e Students face prominent learning difficulties, and the formulation of teaching objectives lac
ks specificity;

e Classroom teaching methods are relatively rigid, with situational teaching lacking experienti
al and interactive qualities;

o The integration of teaching content is insufficient, and the adaptability of resource provisio
n needs improvement;

e A student-centered autonomous evaluation mechanism is absent, and evaluation criteria tend

to be abstract and vague.

Third, through an analysis of student questionnaires and teacher interviews, the root causes of

the aforementioned problems are identified as follows:

e Inadequate pre-teaching analysis leads to a mismatch between objectives and student needs;



e Misconceptions about large-unit teaching exist, with an incomplete grasp of its core connot
ations;

e Constraints of traditional teaching thinking result in rigid teaching methods and evaluation
systems;

o Insufficient development and application of resources cause a disconnect between teaching
supply and demand;

e A lack of exposure to teaching examples hinders the improvement of practical teaching ca
pabilities.

By integrating the analysis of current problems and their causes, this study proposes strategies
for large-unit teaching of revolutionary culture texts in the third stage of primary school Chinese,
forming a targeted teaching pathway.

Finally, this study selects Unit 4 of the nationally compiled Chinese textbook for Grade 6, Vo
lume 2 in primary schools as the target unit, designs a large-unit teaching plan and puts it into pr
actice. This is to verify the applicability of the large-unit teaching design strategies and pathways
proposed in this study to the teaching of revolutionary culture texts in the third stage of primary s
chool Chinese, so as to provide a case reference for such large-unit teaching practice. Based on u
nit learning assessment, student interviews, teacher feedback, and classroom teaching effectiveness, t
his study reflects on and summarizes the implementation effectiveness, teaching objectives, content,

methods, tasks, and evaluation system of large-unit teaching for revolutionary culture texts.
