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Abstract

Since the development of contemporary ecological literature in China, the number of writers who have
joined the ranks of ecological writing has been growing, and the scene of ecological writing has been clear,
and the development of ecological literature has made remarkable achievements. As Liu Daxian said, China's
multi-ethnic literature presents a situation of thousands of lights illuminating each other and continues to this
day. As one of them, Ye Mei, a Tujia writer, has a variety of literary genres and can be described as a
compound writer. Ye Mei's ecological consciousness runs through her creation, and national culture, regional
culture, and female consciousness are the inexhaustible source, emotional support, and spiritual purpose in
her creative process. This study studies the ecological writing and aesthetic implications of Ye Mei's works
in the context of the Chinese discourse field of ecocriticism and the construction of ecological civilization in
the postmodern context, including the following four chapters.

The first chapter makes internal and external attribution and longitudinal induction of the generation
and staging of Yemei's ecological writing. Ye Mei's ecological writing is homologous and isomorphic to
contemporary Chinese ecological literature, and is quite unique, complex, and polysemous because of its
uniqueness, complexity, and polysemy because of its reliance on the background of multi-ethnic cultural
interaction and unique natural ecology, so it ranks among the important ranks of contemporary ecological
literature.

The second chapter systematically investigates the ecological writing of Ye Mei in three dimensions
based on triple ecology: natural ecology, social ecology, and spiritual ecology. Through the horizontal
induction and specific analysis of Ye Mei's textual presentation through the ecological trichotomy, her
ecological writing has extended from the position of observing man and society to the position of ecology,
and has a reaction on the triple relationship between man and nature, man and society, and man and man.

The third chapter analyzes the construction strategy of Yemei's ecological aesthetics. Through the
construction strategies of on-the-spot writing, returning to the hometown, and memory reconstruction, Ye
Mei has formed a characteristic ecological writing practice of "perceptual experience, rational construction,
and literary aestheticization" in her literary practice activities.

Based on the theory of ecological aesthetics, the fourth chapter examines the ecological aesthetic
implications of Ye Mei's writing. Ye Mei's aesthetic orientation is the holistic view of dynamic equilibrium
ecology, and she tries to revitalize literary practice from an ecological standpoint, advocating the realization

of the ecological ideal of equality of all things and poetic habitat through the construction of ecological



civilization.

Ye Mei's ecological writing and ecological civilization construction are in harmony, and her ecological
writing contains new aspects of China's contemporary ecological literary creation: first, the overall vision of
a community with a shared future for mankind, second, attention to avoiding the standardization, modeling,
and homogenization tendencies of modern civilization, and third, treating traditional culture and modern
science and technology with a critical and inherited attitude. At the same time, the development trend of
globalization means that the ecological crisis will inevitably become globalized, complex and severe with a
strong momentum, which requires human beings in the ecological community to establish a high degree of

ecological consciousness and achieve a deep ecological identity.
