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Abstract

Since the 21st century, with the rapid development of digital technology and the public's increasing
pursuit of traditional cultural innovation, the phenomenon of creative transformation of mythological
resources in the game industry has gradually evolved into a cultural trend. Myths, with their diverse narrative
styles and fantastical literary imagery, show infinite extension potential in game themes, narrative structure
and characterization, and at the same time provide content support and resource guarantee for the digital
consumption and commercialization of myths. Through the reconstruction of mythological resources, digital
games not only open up a unique field of cultural expression, but also break the unidirectionality of traditional
mythological dissemination and realize the tribalization of mythological inheritance through the in-depth
fusion of content design and technology application.

Whether it is “Black Myth - Wukong”, which is attracting much attention nowadays, or the phenomenal
game “Honor of Kings” both of them show the creative transformation and modern reconstruction of
mythological resources in digital games, and at the same time, they have also become a typical case of the
deep fusion of traditional culture and digital media. Based on this, Chapter 1 analyzes the prerequisites for
the transformation of mythological resources in games from the triple context of media technology,
subculture and fusion culture, through a comprehensive examination of technological empowerment,
subcultural adaptation and cultural fusion. The second chapter takes “Honor of Kings” as the core study case,
focusing on the mythical virtual world it shapes. The game integrates the dual narrative structure of
intermingling sacredness and secularity into the fragmented mythological worldview, providing players with
a three-dimensional and multidimensional narrative experience. In addition, the game awakens players' sense
of cultural identity and national spirit through mythological symbols, so that players can experience the
transformation from divinity to humanity when controlling mythological heroes and feel the spirit of heroism
carried by the characters. Chapter 3 starts from the perspective of mythic tribalization, showing the
construction of tribalized narratives, and examines the complex interaction between media technological
change and myths in two dimensions: mythic game worlds and virtual game communities. On the one hand,
it connects mythic tradition and contemporary reconstruction in different spaces, analyzes the evolution
mechanism of mythic narrative and communication ecology of game media in a more comprehensive and
detailed way, and shows the entertaining qualities of myths with modern aesthetics; on the other hand, the
player's sensory system immerses into the virtual gaming community as well as human-computer interactions,

which provides new paths for the creative transformation of myths, and enriches the perceptual dimensions



of the myths inherited from the gaming media. Chapter 4 examines the contemporary value reshaping and
functional transformation of mythological resources from three aspects: entertainment, economy and spiritual
culture, and explores how digital games transform mythological narratives and interactive mechanisms into
cultural capital in players' daily practices. In addition, in the process of Chinese mythological games going
overseas, cultural self-confidence has significantly increased, but cultural discount phenomena such as
language barriers and cultural differences are still challenges; and the establishment of a professional
translation team, the strengthening of brand IP and diversified marketing and the construction of a
mythological game system that integrates Chinese culture are precisely the strategies to cope with the
challenges.

Mythological resources are creatively transformed in digital games, so that traditional myths can “break
the circle” in modern society in an innovative form, bringing different mythological experiences to the public.
At the same time, the mythological stories carried by digital media break through the boundaries of language
and culture, successfully attracting the attention and participation of players from all over the world, thus
significantly enhancing the effectiveness of the global dissemination and recognition of Chinese myths.
