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Abstract

In the current context where the process of globalization is accelerating day by day, diverse cultures
blend and collide with each other. World ethnic music, as an indispensable part of the treasure trove of
human culture, carries rich cultural connotations and showcases the unique spiritual features of various
ethnic groups around the world. For junior high school students, learning world ethnic music not only
allows them to be exposed to a wide variety of music forms from all over the world, thus broadening their
musical horizons, but also guides them to deeply understand the cultural connotations of different ethnic
groups and experience the diversity of cultures. However, due to the influence of different cultural
backgrounds, junior high school students have certain difficulties in accepting "foreign" music works.
Cultural understanding literacy aims to cultivate students' abilities to respect, understand, tolerate and
appreciate different cultures in a multicultural context. Therefore, teaching world ethnic music in junior
high schools from the perspective of enhancing cultural understanding literacy can, to the greatest extent,
promote students' enthusiasm for learning world ethnic music, help students better understand the cultural
heritage behind music works, gain an insight into the world from a musical perspective, and strengthen
their awareness and ability of cross - cultural communication.

This research is based on the general objectives of cultural understanding literacy and the
requirements of the junior high school stage objectives in the Compulsory Education Art Curriculum
Standards (2022 Edition). It delves into teaching practices to explore the gap between the current teaching
situation of world ethnic music in junior high schools and the requirements of the Compulsory Education
Art Curriculum Standards (2022 Edition), and proposes specific teaching strategies from the perspective of
enhancing cultural understanding literacy in combination with the teaching practice of world ethnic music
in junior high schools. The main contents of the research include the following aspects:

In the first part, a summary and overview of world ethnic music, cultural understanding literacy, and
world ethnic music under the enhancement of cultural understanding literacy are carried out to clarify the
core theme of this research and lay a theoretical foundation for subsequent research. In the second part, the
author takes S Middle School as a case for practical investigation. Through teacher - student interviews,
classroom observations, and questionnaires, the problems existing in actual teaching are discovered, and
the survey results are analyzed. In the third part, the author first sorts out the content of world ethnic music
in the current textbooks, clarifies the requirements at each stage, and makes a reasonable extension and
expansion of the teaching content of world ethnic music in junior high schools from a cultural perspective.
Furthermore, in combination with the theoretical research results and the actual survey results carried out

above, teaching design is carried out from the perspective of enhancing cultural understanding literacy,



including formulating clear, specific, and measurable teaching objectives, constructing an innovative
"exposure - cognition - acceptance - integration" teaching model. At the same time, diverse and effective
teaching methods are combined with specific teaching content, such as the situational method, the
appreciation method, the comparison method, etc., to improve teaching effectiveness. In the fourth part, the
author writes teaching strategies for world ethnic music in junior high schools from the perspective of
enhancing cultural understanding literacy for the problems found in the survey. These strategies cover
many aspects such as teaching content, teaching means, teaching resources, and teachers' professional
qualities. In the fifth part, the author formulates teaching evaluation for world ethnic music in junior high
schools from the perspective of enhancing cultural understanding literacy, and evaluates students' learning
situations and the author's teaching practice through self - summary, comments from guiding teachers, and
student questionnaires, further discovering and improving problems therein.

World ethnic music plays a vital role in the cultivation of students during the compulsory education
stage. Enriching its teaching theories to conform to the development of the times and students' cognition,
and optimizing teaching practices to enhance teaching effectiveness and the learning experience are
undoubtedly important topics that educators today need to conduct in-depth research on.
