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Abstract

The thesis of the 20th National Congress of the Communist Party of China pointed out: "The most
arduous and onerous task of comprehensively building a modern socialist country is still in the
countryside." This important conclusion also has profound guiding significance for the development of
Xinjiang. The stability and development of Xinjiang cannot be separated from the harmony and prosperity
of the countryside, and the countryside in southern Xinjiang is the most important. The construction of
rural culture in southern Xinjiang is not only a key support for promoting the unity, stability, prosperity and
development of rural areas in southern Xinjiang, but also an important starting point and strategic fulcrum
for the practice of cultural moistening Xinjiang project in the new era in Southern Xinjiang.

This thesis first sorted out the relevant concepts and theoretical basis of rural culture construction in
southern Xinjiang from the perspective of culture moistening Xinjiang, expounded the logical relationship
between culture moistening Xinjiang and rural culture construction in southern Xinjiang, and discussed the
uniqueness of rural areas in southern Xinjiang and the significance of rural culture construction in southern
Xinjiang from the perspective of culture moistening Xinjiang.

In the part of current situation analysis, this thesis first discusses the effect and progress of cultural
construction in rural areas of southern Xinjiang, including the continuous improvement of cultural
infrastructure construction, the remarkable achievements of the Chinese nation's sense of community, the
effective containment of extremist ideas and the effectiveness of the national common language promotion.
Secondly, it reveals the problems and reasons in the construction of rural culture in southern Xinjiang. For
example, the ideological and cultural foundation of rural areas in southern Xinjiang is not solid, resulting in
insufficient cultural identity work; The lack of cultural construction ability of grassroots organizations
makes their leading role not fully played; The imperfect talent team restricts the vitality of cultural
development; The imperfect cultural construction mechanism leads to the formalization of rural cultural
construction in southern Xinjiang. The low level of education leads to the low sense of participation and
comprehensive quality of villagers, which restricts the in-depth development of rural cultural construction
in southern Xinjiang.

In the lifting path part, this thesis proposes a multi-dimensional optimization path to solve the above
problems. First, it is necessary to consolidate the ideological foundation of rural cultural construction in
southern Xinjiang, promote Chinese culture and practice socialist core values, which is the ideological
basis for promoting national unity and progress and casting a strong sense of community among the
Chinese nation; Second, we must adhere to the Party's overall leadership of rural culture construction in

southern Xinjiang and ensure the correct direction of rural culture construction. The third is to improve the



construction of rural cultural talent team, introduce outstanding talents and train local talents; Fourth,
improve the mechanism and system of cultural construction, optimize the supply system and supervision
and evaluation system; Fifth, it is necessary to improve rural basic education in southern Xinjiang,
vigorously develop compulsory education and constantly improve adult education, enhance the
comprehensive quality of villagers, and stimulate the development vitality of rural culture in southern
Xinjiang, in order to provide a feasible reference for the construction of rural culture in southern Xinjiang

from the perspective of cultural integrity.
