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Abstract

One of the best authors of modern Chinese literature is Chen Yan. Apart from his works for the stage,
he has also authored novels including The Stage, The Story of Xijing, The protagonist, Comedy, and The
Starry Sky and Half a Tree. The 10th Mao Dun Literature Award went to The protagonist, also referred to as
one of the Stage Trilogy (Set Up, The protagonist, and Comedy). Examining Chen Yan's books reveals that
he often uses his observation of the survival scenario and individuals' fates from lower social classes as a
creative outlet and as a way to express his strong emotional ties to them. Because of this, the majority of
scholarly analyses of Chen Yan's books highlight his realistic creative viewpoint and how it is expressed.
Essentially, the primary approach to examining Chen Yan's novels is to examine how his creative ideas are
formed and put into practice. To put it another way, this is about how Chen Yan discovers creative materials
in his life and work, how he displays the various facets of underlying emotions in his novels, what narrative
style he uses to portray them in, and what type of creative worth they have. These particular analytical levels
react to this line of inquiry.

Chen Yan's creative thinking foundation was examined, and it was discovered that he has always been
committed to his fields of expertise, has a thorough understanding of the lower class through his life
experiences, and has consciously accepted the influence of Shanxi writers and works, all of which have
helped him to continuously improve his understanding and recognition of the lower class. In addition, Chen
Yan has a strong feeling of humanitarianism because of the year-round planning and execution of reading
programs, which has exposed him to the literary spirit of both ancient and modern times on a national and
worldwide level. He was deeply compassionate toward all of these, which provided a strong basis for his
writing at the lowest possible level. As a result, Chen Yan views the relationship between righteousness and
love as a central theme in his books, highlighting the close ties that exist between lower class characters in
the depictions of marriage, blood, and industry, highlighting the personal accountability of each character in
interpersonal interactions, and imbuing the work with a strong humanistic sensibility. Chen Yan aims for a
change in narrative perspective when she writes the underlying emotions. As the implicit author (the second
author) in the narrative subject, he steps in to intervene in the emotional expression of the underlying
characters. He does this by using the theme, style, and other narrative elements as well as the auxiliary

function of the narrative object to create a world of underlying emotions that have characteristics of empirical



restoration. Chen Yan skillfully turned realistic images into humorous and metaphorical strokes to further
capture the aesthetic context of the underlying emotional writing, naturally referring to the symbolic
meanings that exist in his creations. Through a thorough examination of the novel's structure and content,
this article explains Chen Yan's creative process. This is how Chen Yan consistently looks at the real-world
issues at the bottom and promotes traditional cultural values, which has had a significant and enduring impact
on the expression of feelings and meanings at the bottom.
