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Abstract

The development of ethnic minority areas is related to ethnic unity, social stability, and the
construction of the Chinese nation community awareness.In 2021, the Ministry of Education and other
three departments jointly issued the "Implementation Plan of the National Standard Spoken Language
Popularization and Promotion Project and the Push to Help Rural Revitalization Plan", emphasizing the
improvement of the language level in ethnic minority areas and rural areas, requiring precise policy
implementation.Naren Qaghan Kule Village, Emin County, Tacheng District, Xinjiang, as one of the key
towns in the development of agriculture, husbandry, and tourism in the national key development and
opening up experimental area, is of great significance to the realization of new progress in stabilizing and
developing Xinjiang and the acceleration of the implementation of the rural revitalization strategy.The
investigation of its "language life" can serve the implementation of the national language strategy,
continuously solve the language livelihood problems faced by farmers and herdsmen, and promote the
sustainable economic and social development of ethnic minority areas.

This study adopts a combination of quantitative and qualitative analysis, through questionnaire survey,
interview, and observation, comprehensively investigates the current situation of the "language life" of the
residents of the agricultural and pastoral areas in Naren Qaghan Kule Village.Because the permanent
population of the village is mainly minority, the respondents are minority villagers in the village. A total of
200 questionnaires were distributed and 192 valid questionnaires were collected. The questionnaire survey
mainly focused on language acquisition, language ability, language use, language attitude, language service
and other aspects. The language landscape of the village was described and recorded, and the interviews
focused on the language practice and needs of farmers and herdsmen. The survey results showed that the
residents of the village generally hold a positive attitude towards learning the national common language.
However, there are significant differences in the national common language ability among residents of
different age groups, education levels and occupations. In formal situations, the national common language
is the preferred language code of residents; while in the family environment, the national language occupies
a dominant position. Nevertheless, the influence of the national common language in the family field is
gradually increasing. In terms of language ability, the residents' listening, speaking, reading and writing
ability of the national language is generally better than that of the national common language and other
minority languages. In terms of language service demand, more than half of the villagers expect the
township staff to have multilingual translation ability. At the same time, considering the pass rate of the
Putonghua test for township staff, it also reflects the need to improve their national common language

ability. In terms of the construction of rural language landscape, the lack of multilingual signs is an obvious



problem.

Based on the survey and data analysis, from the perspective of rural revitalization strategy, this paper
discusses how to use language resources to promote the revitalization of rural industries, talents and culture,
and puts forward corresponding strategies and suggestions: enhance the sense of national language identity
and build a national community; strengthen the promotion of the standard spoken and written Chinese;
promote the integrated development of "language + characteristic industries"; pay attention to family
language planning and provide language services; and create a good language environment. These
strategies aim at promote the standard spoken and written Chinese education of farmers and herdsmen,
realize the effective use of language resources, promote the economic and cultural development of
agricultural and pastoral areas, and shape a common cultural awareness.
