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Abstract

The 2024 Paris Olympics is the best Olympic Games in the history of Chinese sports delegations'
overseas participation, and it also coincides with the 60th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic
relations between China and France. This study takes Zang Guoren's news framework theory as the core
analysis tool to reveal the framework -construction characteristics, character image presentation
characteristics and reporting innovation value of the People's Daily 2024 Paris Olympic Games, and
provides reference and comparison for mainstream media coverage of major sports events.

In this study, using word frequency analysis, content analysis and case analysis, a total of 137 valid
samples were obtained from the People's Daily's report on people during the Paris Olympic Games.
According to Zang Guoren's three-layer framework theory, Chapter 2 mainly systematically deconstructs
the content of the report from the three dimensions of high, medium and low, and compares and analyzes
the narrative characteristics of foreign media such as the New York Times and Lianhe Zaobao.

The results show that People's Daily has built an integrated reporting framework with clear hierarchy
and  coordinated  operation. The  high-level framework takes "role model" and
"self-realization/breakthrough" as the core themes, taking into account national feelings and personal life,
and the title keyword focuses on "personal summary" to highlight the value guidance. The middle-level
framework takes athletes as the core reporting object, and also includes multiple subjects such as volunteers
and spectators, and the report structure balances on-field performance and background information, mainly
in the form of pictures and texts, and the length is concentrated in the range of 501-2000 words to achieve a
balance between information integrity and reading efficiency. The low-level framework constructs the core
semantic field through high-frequency words such as "breakthrough", "hard work" and "unity", and
comprehensively uses rhetorical techniques such as quotations and white descriptions to lay a positive and
high-spirited emotional tone.

Chapter 3 finds that the report mainly presents three core characteristics. First, information collection
focuses on the perspective of civilians, and enhances the embodied feeling and realism of the report by
absorbing the graphic materials provided by the audience and volunteers; At the same time, a demand
forward-looking mechanism should be established to respond to the public's concern about the personalized
expression of athletes in a timely manner. Second, the agenda setting weakens the traditional orientation of
"gold medal theory", shifts the focus of reporting to the true value of sportsmanship, builds a
multi-evaluation system of "breakthrough is value" for non-medalists, and deeply cultivates emotional
content, focusing on transnational friendship and humanistic care. Third, the narrative strategy integrates
the three dimensions of individual, collective and country, and the individual narrative is shaped by

retaining the personalized language of athletes. collective narrative: write Chinese power through teamwork



details; The national narrative shows the image of an open and inclusive big country through interactive
exchanges and other scenes.

Compared with previous reports and foreign media such as the New York Times, this report has a
certain degree of advancement and enthusiasm. Through the coordinated operation of the three-dimensional
framework, "People's Daily" successfully presents vivid and diverse group portraits, the image of
hard-working and enterprising strivers, the image of the new generation with calm and confident
confidence, the image of a spiritual leader who adheres to inheritance, and the image of an open and
inclusive cultural messenger. This practice provides a practical paradigm of "value leadership, multiple
narratives, and emotional resonance”" for mainstream media to report on major events, enriches the media
image of athletes, and dissolves the audience's cognitive bias towards athletes to a certain extent. At the
same time, it provides an innovative path with characters as the core carrier for the international
dissemination of Chinese stories, which is also of great enlightenment significance for improving the
guidance of mainstream media public opinion and the efficiency of international communication.
