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Abstract

The diverse cultural background of Xinjiang provides writers with abundant creative material, while
local life experiences enable them to depict stories from this land with a more authentic and fitting touch.
As an art form deeply influenced by regional culture, the creation of novels is closely tied to specific
geographical, cultural, and historical contexts. Since the new century, Xinjiang's Chinese-language novels
have presented a vibrant and colorful scene, with local narratives tightly revolving around the space of the
national community. Among them, Liu Liangcheng's writing on rural experiences and Dong Libo's
narratives on the Xinjiang Production and Construction Corps (Bingtuan) profoundly reflect the integration
of military and local development and the consciousness of the Chinese national community. Through the
"thick description" of Xinjiang's cultural symbols, they achieve an aesthetic reconstruction of the local,
becoming exemplary in constructing a communal aesthetic in local writing. Under the influence of the
unique cultural form of contemporary Bingtuan reclamation culture in Xinjiang, a batch of novels depicting
Bingtuan life has emerged, becoming an important part of contemporary Xinjiang novels. Dong Libo's
"Xiayedi" series is undoubtedly a significant achievement in Xinjiang Bingtuan reclamation novels, where
the author, with a retrospective stance, portrays the reclamation life of the first generation of Bingtuan
members, reproducing the hard life and selfless dedication of that special era. On the other hand, Liu
Liangcheng's local writing returns to rural scenes. From writing poetry in his early years to later essays and
then to novel creation, Liu has always been committed to constructing his own village image on the vast
land of Xinjiang. Under the dual influence of agricultural civilization and nomadic culture, Liu's novels
meticulously depict the internal scenes of rural life, endowing ancient villages with spirituality through the
belief in "coexistence with all things."

Both authors focus on two different forms of establishment, the regiment farms and villages,
showcasing the historical changes and structural issues of Xinjiang's local society. Whether it is Dong
Libo's "Xiayedi" narrative or Liu Liangcheng's dreamy world created with village imagery, both authors
express the history and culture of Xinjiang from a "present" perspective, extracting personalized
understanding and emotional experiences of the local through the dialogue and interaction between "self"
and "other." At the same time, their novels share commonalities in aesthetic qualities, narrative strategies,
and concepts, while also maintaining the unique stylistic features of each author. Therefore, by comparing
the differences in narrative themes and strategies of their novels, this study reveals the authors' creative
purposes and artistic pursuits in "local writing," exploring the emotional logic and spiritual genealogy
beneath the surface narrative flow. This research focuses on the novels of Dong Libo and Liu Liangcheng,

comparing and analyzing the similarities and differences in their local writing, and discussing their creative



concepts and artistic pursuits. It places the local writing of Xinjiang's Chinese-language novels in a broader
literary context, analyzing the uniqueness of their local writing. Since the new century, the local writing of
Xinjiang's Chinese-language novels, with its rich connotations and innovative expressions, has
demonstrated multifaceted contemporary value, exerting a positive and profound impact on literary
development, cultural inheritance, and social cognition. The local characteristics exhibited in the recent
novel works of Xinjiang writers represent a narrative of civilizational transformation that returns to the
local and delves into the scene, aiming to touch more authentic experiences and establish an intrinsic
connection between the people and events of Xinjiang and the broader world.
