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Abstract

In the Implementation Opinions on Deepening the Reform of the Examination and Enrollment System
issued by The State Council in 2014, it was proposed that students' ability to think independently and apply
their knowledge to analyze and solve problems should be tested when setting high school entrance
examination questions. As the open test questions of college entrance examination history (hereinafter
referred to as "open test questions") can well test students' comprehensive ability, especially the historical
interpretation quality, which is in line with the trend of the new college entrance examination reform, it is
increasingly becoming one of the important types of higher examination questions, and the proportion of
quantity and score in the thesis is on the rise. It is imperative to further explore the effective teaching strategies
of open examination questions.

The contents and forms of open test questions are novel and rich, the theme echoes the hot issues of
current politics and highlights local characteristics, emphasizes the overall grasp of knowledge, attaches
importance to the investigation of historical view and logical thinking, which puts forward new requirements
for students' historical interpretation quality. The new curriculum standard and the open test questions have
the same requirements for historical interpretation literacy. It is feasible to train students' historical
interpretation literacy through the teaching of open test questions. Based on the investigation and interview
of the teachers and students of Huashan Middle School and Bayi Middle School of Xinjiang Production and
Construction Corps, the paper finds that the students' cognition of history learning methods and open
questions is wrong, the ability of information extraction and induction is weak, and the grasp of basic
knowledge is not strong. Teachers believe that students' answers to open test questions mainly focus on
several aspects, such as improper selection of topics caused by difficulty in examining and extracting the
questions, improper use of arguments caused by poor basic knowledge, logic confusion in the argumentation
process, and lack of disciplinary characteristics of language. There are also some problems in teachers'
understanding of open test questions and teaching practice, such as point-oriented, emphasizing answering
skills over ability training, too simple evaluation and guidance, lack of pertinence and so on.

By summarizing the teaching experience of open test questions of front-line teachers and aiming at some
problems in the existing teaching methods, the teaching strategy of open test questions pointing to the
cultivation of historical interpretation literacy needs to be improved from the aspects of argument search,
argument selection and organization and demonstration. We can use annotated historical materials to extract
key words, use concept teaching to clarify the upper and lower concepts, and use historical view teaching to
provide a variety of perspectives to solve the difficulties of information extraction and argument. Through

question-based dictation, the use of time axis and knowledge map and other tools to build knowledge



framework, straighten out the historical context, in order to solve the basic knowledge of the problem; The
use of logical thinking layout, the use of the same question from multiple angles to answer the training, the
teacher's face and student evaluation of the combination of the way can help solve the logic confusion and
other argumenative problems, the use of these teaching methods in daily teaching can cultivate students'
historical interpretation quality. In order to improve the feasibility of the teaching strategy, a teaching design
example of the lesson "Two Opium Wars" in the Outline of Chinese and Foreign History (above) is carried
out.
