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Abstract

"Red resources" refer to the sum total of various material and spiritual wealth accumulated by various
ethnic groups in China under the leadership of the Communist Party of China in the process of
revolutionary struggle and construction, which can meet the needs of modern people and can be effectively
utilized. These are the precious treasures left by the predecessors to the future generations, just like
precious textbooks, which not only show the future generations the glory of the past, but also can be used
by the future generations to learn the precious qualities that have been handed down, which is an excellent
model of moral education for junior high school students. The development of junior high school students
is related to the future of China, however, they are in a period of immature ideological development,
shallow cognition of external things, and their thinking is easy to derail, so it is urgent for educators to give
positive guidance to ensure that their thinking does not deviate from the right track in the process of
education. However, it is difficult to shape the correct ideological concepts of junior high school students
only by relying on the textbook knowledge learned in the classroom, so teachers should introduce more red
resources in the classroom, through the study of red resources, students can understand that the great
Chinese communists and the Chinese people in order to resist foreign aggression and reactionary
oppression, achieve national independence and national prosperity and people's strength, red resources
themselves contain patriotic spirit, collectivism and other excellent qualities for the students of Guangzhou
University to provide behavior demonstration and ideological guidance. The use of red resources in the
junior high school "Ethics and the Rule of Law" course will play a great educational value, therefore, the

use of red resources in the junior high school "Ethics and the Rule of Law" course is very desirable.
However, there are still many deficiencies in the use of red resources in the course of "Ethics and Rule of
Law" in junior high schools in China, and the author surveyed the second junior high school students and
Taoist teachers of Shihezi No. 5 Middle School through questionnaires and interviews, and discussed the
following three problems: there are teachers who choose red resources singlely, students have insufficient
understanding of red resources, and there is a lack of practical teaching forms of red resources. To this end,
there is an urgent need to improve and use red resources in the junior high school "Ethics and the Rule of
Law" curriculum.

In view of the current use of red resources in the junior high school "Ethics and Rule of Law" course,

the author sent 400 questionnaires to Shihezi No. 5 Middle School, and analyzed from the collected

questionnaires, it is concluded that there are three obvious problems in the teaching and application of red



resources in junior high school, such as teachers' single selection of red resources, students' insufficient
understanding of red resources, and lack of practical teaching forms of red resources. Students' awareness
of learning red resources is low, and the teaching of Taoism focuses on theory rather than practice. In order
to solve this problem, this paper puts forward solutions from three aspects: improving the innovation ability
of teachers in selecting red resources, mobilizing the endogenous force of students' use of red resources,
and strengthening the practical ability of the development and application of red resources. Combined with
the actual teaching situation, this paper explains in detail the use of red resources in the course of "Ethics
and the Rule of Law" in junior high school, analyzes the enlightenment obtained from it, and reflects on the
application of cases.
