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Abstract

With the continuous advancement of the new curriculum reform, more attention is paid to the
cultivation of students ' reading and writing integration ability in the process of Chinese teaching. As an
important part of junior middle school Chinese teaching, narrative prose plays an important role in
improving students ' writing transfer ability. However, in teaching practice, students do not connect well
when reading and creating narrative prose, which directly affects the teaching effect. The object of this
study is the narrative prose in the unified edition of junior middle school Chinese textbooks, as well as the
teachers and students of W middle school in S city who use this textbook for teaching.

Through the design and distribution of questionnaires for students and teachers, this study
comprehensively and systematically explores the current situation of teachers ' teaching and students '
learning of narrative prose in junior high school from the perspective of integration of reading and writing.

Based on the collection and analysis of questionnaire data, it is attributed to teachers
literacy cultivation such as cultural self-confidence, language use, thinking ability and aesthetic creation in
narrative prose teaching, as well as students ' learning cognition of narrative prose teaching under the
integration of reading and writing. In view of the challenges faced by teachers and students in the teaching
of narrative prose in junior middle school under the perspective of reading and writing integration, when
teachers carry out narrative prose teaching from the perspective of reading and writing integration, there are
problems such as insufficient understanding of relevant theories and single language construction methods.
There is also a lack of effective strategies for combining reading and writing integration with targeted
thinking training, as well as a lack of effective guidance and stimulation of students ' aesthetic emotions. In
terms of students, there are problems such as lack of systematic language transfer ability, lack of critical
thinking ability, and emotional input dilemma in reading narrative prose under the integration of reading
and writing.

In view of the above problems, this study proposes the following teaching strategies : First, teachers
interpret the language features of narrative prose text in depth, create similar language use situations to
achieve literacy integration, students focus on language details to build reading paths, and achieve literacy
integration in textual close reading and meaning reconstruction. Second, teachers pay attention to the
textual expression of narrative prose thinking, based on the analysis of narrative structure, through the
problem-driven realization, with the help of visualization tools to promote the integration of reading and
writing, students through the integration of in-depth understanding and emotional experience, to promote
the integration of reading and writing under the construction of thinking. Third, teachers can realize literacy
integration by enhancing aesthetic perception through contextualization and emotional interaction, and
students can realize literacy integration by accurately matching language and emotion and deepening
appreciation. Fourth, teachers must focus on the penetration of cultural essence to realize literacy
integration through critical inheritance, and students must transform the connotation of cultural values to

realize literacy integration through modern reconstruction.
