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Abstract

In the new round of curriculum reform, the "Chinese Curriculum Standards for ordinary High
Schools" (2017 edition, 2020 revision) has been formulated by the Ministry of Education, which clearly put
forward the "core quality of Chinese discipline”, and the development and improvement of thinking is one
of them. It can be seen that the Chinese discipline bears the responsibility of developing students' thinking
ability and improving the quality of students' thinking. The stage of high school is the critical period for
students' thinking ability to become stable. As a part of senior high school Chinese teaching, modern and
contemporary prose teaching can serve as an important carrier for the development of students' Chinese
thinking, ability and accomplishment through its accurate speech expression, the way of combining speech
with meaning, the choice of words and sentences, the layout of discourse planning, conception skills and
writing rules. To promote the overall improvement of students' language construction and application,
aesthetic appreciation and creation, cultural inheritance and understanding.

This research mainly analyzes the current situation of modern and contemporary prose teaching in
high school based on the development of thinking and the improvement of literacy. Questionnaire survey,
interview and behavior observation were comprehensively used to investigate D Middle School in H City,
and quantitative and qualitative statistical analysis was adopted to grasp the cognition of high school
Chinese teachers and students on modern and contemporary prose and thinking development and
improvement, as well as the cultivation of thinking development and improvement in the process of
teaching and learning. From the perspective of thinking development and improving the core quality of the
subject, it analyzes the current situation and difficulties of modern and contemporary prose teaching in
senior high school.

On the basis of the analysis of the investigation results, it summarizes the problems and causes of
teaching from the two aspects of teachers and students. According to the existing problems in teaching,
teaching emphasizes knowledge imparting and lacks the cultivation of thinking quality; Teachers take the
place of students' perception, language practice is insufficient; Lack of macroscopic logic observation, text
interpretation superficial; Lack of problem consciousness training, single object of thinking; Teaching
attaches importance to teaching and neglects application, so that the activities of thinking are lagging
behind and other aspects of problem attribution analysis. In view of the problems existing in learning, the
students' life experience and language experience are limited, and the learning drive is insufficient; Lack of

in-depth understanding and interpretation of the text, thinking ability needs to be improved; The lack of



language use and thinking expression, and the low degree of thinking display are the aspects of problem
attribution analysis.

Finally, on the basis of attribution analysis, combined with the requirements of the new curriculum
standard, relevant teaching and learning theories, teaching materials and learning situation, explore the
integrating point between the development and improvement of thinking and modern and contemporary
prose teaching, and puts forward corresponding optimization strategies for teachers' "teaching" and
students' "learning" : Teachers should actively change their teaching concepts, get rid of the idea that
thinking is marginal, focus on modern and contemporary prose teaching, and explore the individuality of
prose. Contextualize the text content, guide the students to independently associate and imagine, and
develop the image thinking in the specific language context; Carefully interpret the text, carefully analyze
the ideas of material selection and material combination, sort out the structure of the article, and promote
the development of students' logical thinking; Enrich teaching resources, encourage students to question,
and develop dialectical thinking through rational thinking; Make thinking explicit, learning and thinking
complement each other, read and write integration, promote aesthetic expression, develop creative thinking.
In learning, students should actively activate their thinking and construct independently; Adjust and control
thinking activities, guide thinking to go deep; Pay attention to expression and application, and show the
process of thinking construction in language practice. In the end, in the teaching of modern and
contemporary prose in high school, the students' thinking development and upgrading quality are steadily
improved, so as to provide methods and references for the teaching of modern and contemporary prose in

high school, with the purpose of cultivating thinking quality and optimizing teaching.
