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Abstract

As art curriculum reform continues to deepen, how to effectively cultivate students’ core competencies
and innovative abilities in teaching has become a key issue in art education. Artworks reconstruction, as a
teaching strategy that integrates deconstruction and re-creation, aims to guide students toward a deeper
understanding of artistic language and promote the development of creative thinking. However, current
research on how to systematically implement artworks reconstruction in junior high school art classrooms
remains limited, and in-depth exploration of its practical pathways is still insufficient.

This study centers on the concept of artworks reconstruction and explores its application strategies in
junior high school art teaching. It aims to enhance students’ artistic understanding, creativity, and core
competencies through systematic instructional design. The research focuses on two main
dimensions—reconstruction of artistic language and reconstruction of the principles of formal beauty—and
builds a corresponding teaching implementation framework.

The study adopts a mixed-method approach, combining literature analysis, classroom observation,
questionnaire surveys, and case studies to comprehensively examine the impact of artworks reconstruction
on students' art learning. Through an analysis of different teaching phases, the research explores how this
method stimulates personalized expression, enhances the flexibility of artistic thinking, and strengthens
cultural understanding. It also offers optimization suggestions in response to practical classroom challenges,
such as teaching organization, student adaptability, and assessment methods.

The results show that artworks reconstruction teaching can enhance students’ artistic expressiveness to
a certain extent and has a positive effect on cultivating innovative thinking and core competencies.
Although the teaching model and evaluation system still require further refinement in practice, the
application of this method holds valuable implications for the innovative development of junior high school
art education.
