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Abstract

Patriotism, as a deep spiritual bond, not only carries the deep historical and cultural significance of the
ethnic areas, but also plays a central role in maintaining the long-term stability of the borders and realizing
the great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation, which closely connects the individuals with the nation-state,
and is the indispensable ideological foundation to stimulate people's inner sense of belonging and
responsibility, to safeguard the sovereignty and territorial integrity of the country, and to promote the
prosperity and development of the country as a whole. Roots. The Young Pioneers organization is at the
beginning of the political education chain of the Party, the League and the Team, focusing on ideological
and political education for children and teenagers, and guiding Chinese children and teenagers to complete
the important mission of political socialization. However, in many schools, challenges such as unclear paths
for cultivating patriotic feelings, backward working methods, and insufficient capacity of counselors to
perform their duties in Pioneer Team ritual education have restricted its nurturing effect on the political
enlightenment and value shaping of Pioneer Team members. The first and foremost task to enhance the
patriotism of children and youth is to give full play to the nurturing role of Pioneer ritual education, to
improve the identity of Pioneers, and to deepen Pioneers' love for the motherland.

Ethnic minority regions, as concentrated settlements of minority groups, hold pivotal significance for
national geopolitical security, economic and trade exchanges, and cultural dissemination. As a foundational
initiative to forge a strong sense of community among the Chinese nation, patriotic education provides
strategic underpinning for these regions to safeguard national unity and foster ethnic solidarity in the new
era. Young people, being the core future builders of borderland development, can strengthen their political
conviction through patriotic cultivation, growing into a new generation equipped to shoulder the mission of
national rejuvenation. This study determines the research idea of combining qualitative and quantitative
based on the interactive ritual chain theory, group emotion rendering theory and social identity theory. First,
Study 1 attempts to explore the influence of pioneer members' sense of ritual on patriotic emotions and the
mediating role of pioneer members' identity. In Study 1, the Pioneer Sense of Ceremony Questionnaire,
Pioneer Identity, and the Sense of Patriotism Scale were used to assess 838 pioneers in Province X. The
study used SPSS24.0 and AMOS26.0 for questionnaire reliability and validity test and data analysis, and
also tested the mediating effect through AMOS constructive structural equation modeling, and the final
results and conclusions are as follows: (1) the sense of ritual of young pioneers, patriotism sentiment and
identity of young pioneers as a whole are at the medium-high level, and (2) patriotism sentiment of children
and youth is in the gender, class cadre identity and family residence were significantly different (3) the

sense of pioneers' rituals could significantly and positively influence the patriotism emotion. Subsequently,



Study Two focused on the patriotic sentiment cultivation mechanism at H Secondary School, employing the
theory of interactive ritual chains to examine H Secondary School in X Province as a representative case.
This revealed a four-step cultivation mechanism comprising: foundational individual resource building,
micro-contextual shaping, interactive market empowerment, and macro-environmental guidance.
Foundational individual resource building relies on establishing bridges through the national common
language and integrating traditional and revolutionary cultural elements to accumulate cultural/symbolic
capital; Micro-context shaping fosters cohesion through full-cycle activities, strengthening emotional bonds
through shared growth between teachers and students. The interactive market empowerment mechanism
formalizes natural rituals through formal ceremonies, harnesses role model influence, and cultivates a
relaxed atmosphere to activate peer-driven rituals, transforming short-term outcomes into long-term
feedback loops. Macro-environmental guidance mechanisms transcend temporal and spatial constraints by
integrating social resources, enabling collaborative home-school co-education.

Based on this, in order to achieve the rational deepening of patriotism in the new era, it is necessary to
consolidate the inner resources of individual students, to promote the formation of the interconnection
mechanism between the micro-situation and the interactive market, and to build a macro-educational

ecological pattern of synergistic co-education in the tripartite arena of home, school and society.
